 Elementary Literacy Curriculum (Attachment) 

 Literacy Adoption Community Engagement Sessions: The district will be hosting three community engagement sessions specific to the 

 literacy adoption in January. These sessions will be designed to offer participants the opportunity to view individual presentations by the 

 vendors who are finalists in the selection process and to provide feedback on their materials. We have posted these as public meetings in 

 the event that more than two Board members wish to attend each session.

 Attendance 

 As we have been analyzing the data, we are seeing that as a school community we’ve fallen below the 95% or above attendance rate that 

 is expected (approximately 9 absences for a student over the course of the year). We were 96.8% in 2021-22, and we are at 94.0% in 

 2022-23 thus far. We also noted that we haven’t been following our truancy protocols as tightly as we have in the past. We recognize 

 that it is important to continue having high expectations around attendance as that correlates directly with student growth. We are 

 working to remedy that and will give you process updates in our weekly communication. Of course, we will continue to partner with our 

 families, as we know that each situation is unique.

On Nov. 30, the PSD Literacy Materials Review Team met to finalize the vendors for our K-5 
literacy adoption. The three finalists are (alphabetic order):

• Into Reading

Sessions are open to the public and scheduled for: 

• 6-8 p.m. Jan. 17, Eyestone Elementary School, 4000 Wilson Ave., Wellington 
• 6-8 p.m. Jan. 18, Rocky Mountain High School, 1300 W. Swallow Road, Fort Collins 
• 6-8 p.m. Jan. 19, Fossil Ridge High School, 5400 Ziegler Road, Fort Collins 

The purpose of these nights is to allow families to examine materials first hand, as well as ask 
questions about the materials directly to vendors. Vendors will present their materials at these 
events, which include an opening session explaining the purpose for the adoption, what we 
hope to gain from the adoption, and an overview of the adoption process that has been 
followed. From there, each participant will be allowed to move among vendor rooms to view 
individual presentations.  

Public feedback on the materials will be collected at these meetings through comment cards 
placed at the door. We look forward to your participation in the process and the feedback you 
will provide.
